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As it continues to travel, 
Sense of Place engages 
audiences throughout the 
vast and varied Canadian 
landscape. In January 
2011, Sense of Place trav-
elled to McIntosh Gallery, 
London, ON which held in 
conjunction with the Sense      
of Place exhibition, an 
event with Alistair McLeod 
and Nino Ricci, guest writ-
ers for the Sense of Place 
publication. The London 
event was very well at-
tended. We thank Alistair 
and Nino for joining us, for 
their memorable reading 
and a particularly inspired 
Q&A session at the Univer-
sity of Western Ontario. 

A recent achievement of 
the project is an article 
published in Canadian 
Geographic July/ August
